Under the U.S. Department of Labor’s Hazardous Occupation Order, successful completion of a tractor operation
and safety course is required for all youth under the age of 16 who perform farm jobs classified as hazardous. Such
a course will be held at Classic Farm Equipment, 5858 Moore Rd., Williamsburg.

To become certified, participants must attend all five sessions of the course, pass a written test, and pass a tractor
driving test. Growers and MSU Extension Agents will be assisting with the hands-on tractor safety training.

Cost for the program is $55 which is due at the time of registration. Registration deadline is Friday, May 27,
2005. The cost covers the course manual. Participants should dress to be outdoors.

This Tractor Safety Training Program is a joint effort between Classic Farm Equipment, MSU Extension and
Northwest area growers.
